On 8 November this year the Working with Vulnerable People (Background 
Checking) Act 2011 (WWVP Act) comes into force in the ACT. Scouts ACT is 
required make sure that our members comply with the requirements of the 

Act by 7 November 2013. This will replace our current police check that we 

ask the Australian Federal Police to undertake on our behalf. It will also 
mean that we may need to make some other changes to our membership appointment 

and registration. I will let you know the changes as soon as possible. In the meantime, if 
you would like to read some of the fact sheets put out by the Office of Regulatory Ser-

vices, follow the links to Working with Vulnerable People at www.ors.act.gov.au  

 

Lastly, a quick word about our April 2012 census. The figures reveal an increase in most 

youth sections with an overall youth increase of just over 4%. Leader wise we scored 

nearly 4% over that of 2011. That gives us an increase in our total membership of 

3.8%.Thanks to everyone’s recruitment and retention efforts, we are heading in the right 

direction.
